GRADUATION HONORS
Valedictorian - The title of Valedictorian is an honor awarded to the student with the highest overall average in the graduating class and must have completed at least three advanced placement and/or dual enrollment courses.  
Salutatorian - The title of Salutatorian is an honor awarded to the student with the second-highest overall average in the graduating class and must have completed at least three advanced placement and/or dual enrollment courses.  
Honors – Graduating with honors is awarded to those students who have maintained an overall 90 average in their four years of high school.

High Honors – Students graduating with a 94 or better average in the IHL core courses will graduate with High Honors.  

Acceleration Honor Cord – Students who complete five or more AP and/or Dual Enrollment courses during their high school career and have an overall combined average in those classes with a 3.5 qpa or  90 or above will earn a silver cord at graduation. 

Mississippi Scholars – This honor is given to those students who have completed the rigorous Mississippi Scholars Course of Study along with, 40 hours of Community or Volunteer Service during 4 years of high school, 2.5 cumulative high school GPA, 95% School Attendance during 4 years of high school (excused/unexcused absences), 16 on the ACT, Letter of recommendation from principal or guidance counselor, and No out-of-school suspensions. 
Senior Beta – This honor is awarded to students who have joined the Beta Club and completed 80 hours of community service and 16 community service project over four years of high school.  Also students must maintain an overall average of 85.

Spanish Honor Society – Honor students who have maintained an A average for three semesters of Spanish are invited to join the Sociedad Honoraria Hispánica, a national organization. The initiating teacher must be a member of AATSP (American Association of Teachers of Spanish and Portuguese).
Student Council – All seniors on the student council
Hall of Fame – The Hall of Fame is a prestigious honor voted on by faculty and announced at graduation.
To be eligible for Hall of Fame you must meet the following requirements:

1. Attend New Hope all four years of high school

2. Overall 85 or better average on all academic work through the first semester of your senior year.

3. Participate in at least 2 extra-curricular activities each year

4. Have a clear disciplinary record
